
1.To phone bank on UpVote,
first go to up-vote.org on
your desktop computer and
tap the Log In button here



2.Choose to log in as a
volunteer then tap ‘continue’ 



3.Enter your phone number or
email address that the
campaign used to create your
UpVote volunteer account to
get a one-time password



4.Enter the password you
got via text or email. Try to
check your spam folder if
you do not see the email. 

Tip: If you don’t get a code, reach out
to your campaign representative to
confirm that they added your correct
contact information.



5.You’re logged in! Tap on ‘Phone Campaign’ in the menu



6.If your campaign added you to a phone
banking campaign, you will see it here. Click on
the ‘enter’ icon to enter the campaign.



7.Tap ‘Check in” to begin!



8.This is your first voter to call! Dial one of
the numbers listed for them on your
phone or computer. You may have a script
for you from the campaign with drop-
down questions to answer throughout
your call.

9.If they answer, tap ‘yes’. Clicking ‘Yes’
activates the interactive parts of the screen,
like the comments section and follow up
scheduler. 

There may be drop-down questions for you to
ask the voter and input their answer here.



10.When you have finished
recording your comments and
answering any drop-down
questions, tap ‘Save and Move to
the Next Call’.
